CINCINNATI, OH —May 14, 2008 — The Cincinnati Reds and the Society of St. Vincent
de Paul are partnering to host a food drive Tuesday, May 27 through Sunday June 1
during the Reds vs. Pirates and Reds vs. Braves series at Great American Ball Park.
WLWT Channel 5 is serving as the media partner for the weeklong drive.

Anyone donating a nhon-perishable food item will receive a ticket voucher for one
complimentary ticket, when one ticket is purchased, to the June 18, 2008 Reds vs.
Dodgers game. In addition, each fan donating to the food drive can enter a drawing to
throw out the first pitch at the June 18 game.

Food collection barrels and St. Vincent de Paul volunteers will be stationed at all
ballpark gates prior to each game.
